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RCP Parking boosts portfolio with Leicester deal
Car park operator RCP Parking Ltd has boosted its growing portfolio by opening a new site in Leicester.

The 130-space car park in Clyde Street, on land owned by BT, is opening to the public on Monday, November 27 (2006) – just in time for the busy run-up to Christmas.

Formerly used for parking BT vehicles beside the Cardinal Telephone Exchange, the site will now be run by Norwich-based RCP Parking. The rapidly expanding company has 51 car parks across the UK.

RCP is hoping that the car park, open from 7am to 7pm daily, will be used by firms for contract parking for their staff as well as by shoppers.
Two full-time RCP attendants will mind the site, which is about 10 minutes’ walk from Leicester’s Clock Tower and next door to The Musician music venue. The car park is also close to The Haymarket shopping centre, Sainsbury’s and the bus station.

The introductory tariff for the car park will be 50p per hour and £2 all day.

RCP is to look at reconfiguring the layout of the car park to boost the number of spaces and may also install Automatic Number Plate Recognition cameras to improve security and efficiency.

It plans to apply for a prestigious Park Mark Safer Parking Award as part of a national police campaign to put the brakes on crime and to make car park users feel more secure.

The Clyde Street car park is set to be repainted and rebranded in RCP blue and yellow livery, with welcome flags at the entrance.
Shapoor Naghshineh, managing director of RCP Parking, said: “I am delighted that we have completed a deal with BT to manage this site. Clyde Street car park is an extremely important acquisition for RCP Parking because it will be our first site in Leicester and is strategically located next to a major landmark – the Cardinal Telephone Exchange.”

He added: “Leicester is a busy city and I’m convinced our new car park will meet a growing need for parking, not just at Christmas but throughout the year. This deal is a positive progression towards the company’s objectives and operational strategy of expansion, national recognition and better competitive advantage to operate in a fiercely competitive industry.”
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
